The result was relatively short-term contract tenures being awarded to the lowest price contractor. As the public sector has embraced outsourcing it has seen the shortcomings of a commoditised approach. The frequent change of providers was disruptive and the lack of a value-added dimension in the bidding process meant that opportunities to drive through quality improvements were lost. Today, the public sector has sought to address this through developing partnership relationships, with service providers focused on longer term service and value delivery”.
